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2009 MLTAQ LANGUAGE COMPETITION

This year over 700 students entered the MLTAQ Language Competition from about 50 different
schools. The breakdown of entries by section and language is as follows.

The number of entries was slightly higher than last year which was good to see. However it is still a
pity that only 50 schools were represented out of all the schools that could enter in Queensland! In
fact three schools accounted for more than half the total number of entries!

Thanks go to all students for entering the competition and to the various teachers who gave up
their Saturday afternoon to assist with the judging. Several other teachers assisted with judging
some entries via email. Without the teachers giving their time to judge, the competition would no
longer exist!!

It is always difficult to judge how much assistance has been given by teachers, particularly in
regards to categories such as books, websites and reviews. While the work should always be the
student’s, it is understandable that teachers will be asked questions by students (eg “What'’s the
word for ...?"). Some teachers had obviously corrected students’ work even to the point of writing
the corrections in the entry! This detracts from the presentation of the entry. We know that students
are not perfect and always try to take into account the level of the student when judging.

Again several students obviously did not read the rules about maximum size of entries. The
maximum size in any category is A3 size. Entries larger than a size 7 jiffy bag should not be sent
please. Also some were disqualified because they had not done what the entry asked for.

Some comments on each category are below.

PUZZLES: Again many students simply did not read the rules and entries had to be disqualified
because they have not done what the rules outline. There were quite a few who again did not
provide answer sheets with their puzzles.

POSTER: The section was intended for basic beginner level students — students in their first or
second year of learning the language. Some were quite interesting but many were very ordinary.

A DAY IN THE LIFE : It was stressed in the conditions that presentation was particularly important
in this category and the top entries were ones that not only wrote something that caught the
interest but also presented it well.

FOR SALE: There were few entries in this section. Obviously it was much harder to do well but
some were very nicely done. It was also more popular with the non-scripted languages.
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RULES: Some of these were nicely done but quite a few were not very imaginative.

DOOR HANGER: Some of these were very innovative and well thought out. However again quite a

few were only one sided when it was stated in the outline that it had to be two sided.
